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Who is the Staff at the SYLI Retreat?

In addition to CCEJ staff members who are in attendance throughout the entire
program, volunteer staff also participate at SYL/:

* Adult Staff are from diverse professional backgrounds and may include administrators,
teachers, classified school employees, social workers, and community leaders.

* Youth Mentors (ages 18-24 years old) have previously attended the program as

participants and assist the adult staff as co-facilitators.

* Licensed medical staff is on site and physicians at a nearby hospital handle medical
emergencies.

¢ All of the volunteers have completed an extensive training program and have had a
full background clearance.

For the SYLI Retreat, CCEJ will provide transportation from both the CCEJ office to and
from Pilgrim Pines Campsite.

For the SYLI Weekly Sessions, CCEJ will provide transportation for YLITs who are
coming from outside of Long Beach. In addition, bus passes can be provided upon
request.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

* Do | need to attend all sessions?

o Yes. Every session covers new materials and provides opportunities to
practice skills essential to becoming a Youth Leader at camp. Missing one
session can result in a student not completing the program and not
becoming a Youth Leader. If emergency situations (unplanned absences)
occur, you need to contact CCEJ staff as soon as possible to remain in the
program.

e | was a Youth Leader last year. Do | need to apply to continue being a Youth
Leader?

o Yes. This training program will include new skills and activities for all
participants. All future YLs must first go through this program, whether
or not they've been a Youth Leader in the past.

® Where will the weekly meetings be held for the program?

o All weekly sessions of the program will be held at CCEJ’s office in Long

Beach.

*Please note that the overnight retreat will be held at Pilgrim Pines in Yucaipa, CA*

® What is the process for being selected into the Summer Youth Leadership

Institute?

o First look over all the dates and times for the required meetings. You must attend
all sessions to successfully complete this program. If you can commit to the
schedule, please fill out this application completely. The three short answer
questions are very important to the selection process, so be honest and
thorough. Turn in the completed application to CCEJ by day, Wednesday
May 22, 2024. Late applications will not be accepted. CCEJ staff will then
review all applications and select the participants for the program. CCEJ staff
will notify all applicants of next steps by Friday, May 24, 2024. ¢ How can |
get to the retreat/meetings?
oRetreat: CCEJ will provide transportation to the SYLI Retreat in June, but

youth will be responsible for getting to the bus pick-up location. The Bus pick-up

location for the retreat will be communicated after the application and interview
process.

Weekly Meetings: If you live in the Long Beach area and are unable to find
transportation to the SYLI weekly meetings, please contact CCEJ Staff. Bus passes
can be provided.

*CCEJ will provide transportation for YLITs who are coming from outside of
Long Beach, but youth must meet at one specified pick-up location.
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® What if | have summer school?
o All SYLI sessions are held after 12pm, so most summer school students
should be still able to attend. Contact CCEJ Staff immediately if you have
summer school scheduling conflicts.

e What will | learn?

o Participants will learn how to facilitate discussions, plan and run activities,
manage conflict, lead large groups, and be more focused listeners.
Participants will also learn more about issues of oppression, social justice,
and how these topics are important to them and other young people.

® How can becoming a Youth Leader help me outside of camp?

o Being a Youth Leader is a great way to practice leadership skills that can
help you in school and in whatever career you choose. Being a social
justice leader now can help you make a positive impact in your
community, all while building your resume for work and college.

What is CCEJ?

For 60 years, the California Conference for Equality and Justice (CCEJ) has been
building a world where people live free of oppression and thrive. Our mission is to
educate and empower youth and adults to lead change for equity and justice in our
communities.

CCEJ breaks down the distance between people by promoting understanding and
respect among all genders, races, religions and cultures through education, conflict
resolution and advocacy.

The Summer Youth Leadership Institute (SYLI) is an intensive program for high school
youth that are alumni of CCEJ’s Building Bridges Camps. This training is for students
who are interested in becoming Youth Leader staff at Building Bridges Camps. SYLI
begins with a 3-day overnight retreat and continues with 7 weekly sessions. This
program focuses on developing facilitation skills, dialogue immersions, and deeper
exploration of historical and contemporary forms of oppression and movements for
justice.

Youth Leader Job Description:

Building Bridges Youth Leaders (YLs) are current high school students, ages 14 to 18,
responsible for being lead facilitators in Cabin Meetings, and co-facilitating in
Dialogue Groups and Affinity Groups at Building Bridges Camps. YLs sleep in cabins
with camp participants and help role model the Building Bridges Camp process and
using the Communication Guidelines. YLs are responsible for helping to mix students
by making connections between different schools, racial groups, and gender
identities.

How will SYLI benefit the youth and their community?

Youth who attend SYLI gain a deeper understanding of inequity and justice and return
as leaders with a mission to create more inclusive spaces. They walk away equipped
with knowledge and skills that will serve them in all aspects of their lives, including their
schools. Many youth who have participated in SYLI have gone on to create clubs
focused on inclusion and justice on their school campuses and participate in other
movement work.
